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When is the last date to submit a DoD BCA Exception Waiver?...IAW NAVADMIN 131/10 after 1 July 2010, Sailors may no longer be granted the exception to exceed BCA criteria if they score an excellent or above.  All waivers received in the PRP office for PFAs completed 1 Jan – 1 Jun 10 (CYCLE 1 2010) will be honored. 

New procedures have been implemented for PFA documentation for IA Sailors who do not participate in a PFA…To better capture the important duties GSA Sailors are performing, ECRC is now designating GSA Sailors as “IA” vice “DEP/OP”.  During the check-out process, Sailors, who participated in the PFA while in the GSA status, can provide the proper documentation and the “IA” status will be updated to reflect the PFA data provided on the documentation.  
Can a CFL sign a Letter of Correction (LOC) by direction?...The PRP office will not accept any Letters of Correction signed by CFLs due to possible conflict of interest.
How do we incorporate the techniques and guidelines taught in the CFL course without too much pushback?...Be confident that the information you were provided in the CFL course was well thought out and backed up by OPNAV policy.  Please contact the PRP office for support.
PRIMS has a new feature! …The Medical Readiness Reporting System (MRRS) now automatically pushes PHA date information to PRIMS every Thursday.  If the member’s PHA data has been entered into MRRS by the Medical Department, CFLs are no longer required to make manual entries or depend on the members to provide that information.  Be aware that not all PHA entries are entered into MRRS as required and those PRIMS records will not be updated.  Please encourage your medical department to update MRRS.  We also encourage the CFLs to use PRIMS to determine over due PHAs during the 10 week notice period.
